Intake Wood update  
 
As mentioned above we have formed a group of residents to help Newark & Sherwood Council look 
after the wood. Keith Hatfield, the ranger at Vicar Water Country Park, is in charge of the wood and 
needs local residents to help him supervise it. The Sherwood Forest Trust has helped the Council 
draw up a plan to make the wood a local nature reserve. 
 
Meanwhile the Environment Health section of the Council has been called in to take action about 
the large amount of litter on the site.

The map above shows the extent of the Flood 
Dykes irrigation system. Constructed 
between1819 and 1837, the system was of 
major importance. Following subsidence 
damage most of the channels were filled in 
during the 1960s, but in many places the 
original puddle clay lining still exists 
underground. A recent survey found 
significant above ground remains in the 
village, shown by the yellow sections on 
the map. 
  
We are examining whether it would be feasible 
to reinstate the light blue sections to supply the 
Dog & Duck meadow, one of the few parts of 
the original water meadows to survive, by 
pumping water up from the Maun next to the Duck Pool Bridge.  This would have the added benefit 
of allowing the pond to be filled again. If it is feasible we still have to get the agreement of the 
landowners. 
 
Looking for an Allotment? 
Clipstone Allotment Association are very involved with the community and have close links to 
Garibaldi School and the Youth Club, with Groundwork Trust training courses being offered on the 
site. They have just been awarded £100,000 from the Coal Regeneration Fund to support their work 
and for infrastructure improvements, such as fencing and a new entrance opposite Third Avenue.  
Another grant is paying for the creation of two wildlife areas. Creation of smaller plots with a 
community tool shed and tool loan system, such as a rotavator & strimmer (nominal charge 
applies), are being funded by a further grant.
