Why doesn’t  the B6030 in Kings Clipstone have traffic calming? 
The Warsop B6035 has it. The B6020 in Rainworth has it. 

Even the B6030 in Mansfield has it.  
 
The DfT Circular 01/2006 on setting local speed limits includes a number of relevant points 
Paragraph 1.  
Balancing the need to travel with the need to improve quality of life is a key objective of the 
Department for Transport. It is also reflected in our, and wider government, policies aimed at 
overcoming social exclusion and strengthening rural communities.  
 
 Key objectives of this guidance listed in paragraph 20 include: 

• local speed limits that better reflect the needs of all road users, not just motorized vehicles  
• improved quality of life for local communities and a better balance between road safety, 
accessibility and environmental objectives, especially in rural communities

Important old maps rediscovered 
 
Obtaining copies of the Sherwood Forest map of about 1400, plus 
high quality images of the 1630 and 1766 parish maps has revealed 
a great deal of important information about the history of the village.  
 
What is very striking is how little the basic structure of the village has changed. Clipstone ye Dam 
and Hell Dale are shown on the 1400 map. The 1766 map shows that there was a dam and pond 
at Forge Bridge on Archway Road with a large lake and forge where the caravan park is now. 
 

Baulker Lane 
 
The National Cycle Route is 
Sherwood Forest’s most 
important Public Right of Way 
but the section at the bottom of 
Baulker Lane through to the 
former sidings has been an 
absolute disgrace. Our 
campaign to convince the 
County Council of the 
importance of the Vicar Water 
Valley, backed up by the 6 
months logging of the fly 
tipping, theft and antisocial 
behaviour that has blighted 
Baulker Lane and the former 
sidings, has paid big dividends.   
 
The County Council have committed to a major scheme to help deal with the problems. We are still 
at the early stage of sorting out what can be done but hopefully there will be major improvements 
this autumn.  
 
Meanwhile the Forest Commission has done a great deal of work to seal off from Eakring Road the 
large area of Sherwood Pines badly affected by the same problems.
