it or would accept it to prove we are a separate village. 
· We can use the fact that we have the Celebration of Kings Clipstone group, 

the Kings Clipstone website and the Friends of Kings Clipstone using the 
name to show strong community spirit. 

· Ballot results show extremely high support going back more than 10 years. 
· Was used as an alternative name for the village for 800 years.

Under the Local Government Act 2007 the government is actively encouraging the 
setting up of local neighbourhood councils. The first step is to submit a petition to 
Newark & Sherwood Council for a parish review. Once we present the petition they 
then have 12 months to consult and make a decision. The consultation process will 
include the residents affected, the County Council, and the current parish council.  
 
The key things we need to demonstrate during the process are that our own parish 
council would  

· foster our existing unique identity and community spirit. 
· deliver effective, convenient and accessible local government. 
· not be detrimental to wider community cohesion. 
· be able to understand and react to local concerns 

 
We will start delivering the formal petition in the next few weeks.

· Good housekeeping – improving the look and maintenance of the village. 
· Building community spirit 
· Giving a voice to the village on planning matters. 
· Support residents campaigning for improvements to the village such as 

gateways schemes to slow down traffic entering the village and sorting out a 
path on Gorsethorpe Lane.
