With so much going for it, beautiful countryside, good walking, cycling and horse riding on the
doorstep, plus lots of remains of the parish’s very rich of history, it's a special place to live but this
just isn’t recognised in the wider community. Now we are taking the initiative and using the
community’s rich and varied history to re-establish it at the heart of Sherwood, making it a truly
great place to live.

Why Kings Clipstone is the heart of ancient Sherwoo d.

Some ideas for the Project
A safe footway and cycle lane through Kings Clipstone and up to Sherwood Pines.
Preserving the whole of the Palace and Great Pond Of Clipstone site (the water meadow).
Public access to the palace site (Castle Field) once it's safe.
An amenity area /nature reserve on the Dog & Duck water meadows.
A village green and pond.
Village maps and history trails.
History trails around the parish.
Walking and cycling guides.
Habitat improvements to create corridors to reconnect the fractured parts of the forest.

Public footpath/cycle route campaign

We are applying for the following tracks to become rights of way :-

1. School Lane from Squires Lane to the top of the Rat-Hole — we want to link it
with a path past the palace ruins to the national cycle route so that walkers &
cyclists from Clipstone can get safely from the National Cycle Route to Squires Lane
to create a safe circular route returning to Clipstone via Clipstone Drive.

2. The path from Packman Road up to the Parliament Oak.

Next we want to secure for the future the right of access to these paths
Cavendish Way to Clipstone Drive (it used to go from the side of the cemetery Firs
entrance — see the map) Avenue

The Friends of Kings Clipstone is a coalition of interest groups who want to work together to

We now have a core of committed members and the following interests groups are emerging.

History research — we have projects running looking at the history of the flood dykes,
the properties on the 1910 land valuation records and the 1945 estate sale records.
Environment — we have 9 volunteers from Cavendish Park wanting to work with Newark
& Sherwood Council to look after and improve Intake Wood.

Intake Wood - set to become a local nature reserve
As mentioned above we have formed a group of residents to help Newark & Sherwood Council
look after the wood. Keith Hatfield, the ranger at Vicar Water Country Park, is in charge of the
wood and needs local residents to help him supervise it. The Sherwood Forest Trust has
helped the Council draw up a plan to make the wood a local nature reserve. The Friends of
Kings Clipstone are holding a meeting with Newark & Sherwood Council where you can find
out more.

Clipstone Allotment Association are very involved with the community and have close links to
Garibaldi School and the Youth Club, with Groundwork Trust training courses being offered on the
site. They have just been awarded £100,000 from the Coal Regeneration Fund to support their work
and for infrastructure improvements, such as fencing and a new entrance opposite Third Avenue.
Another grant is paying for the creation of two wildlife areas. Creation of smaller plots with a
community tool shed and tool loan system, such as a rotavator & strimmer (nominal charge
applies), are being funded by a further grant.
